Schumacher to retire again

Michael Schumacher announced his retirement from formula one for the second
time at the age of 43 on Thursday after failing to rekindle his old Ferrari magic in a
disappointing comeback with Mercedes.

The team had already announced last week that the seven-time world champion,
winner of a record 91 races in a career that started in 1991, would be replaced by
McLaren’s Lewis Hamilton for the start of the 2013 campaign.

Schumacher told reporters, packed into the confined space of the tented
Mercedes hospitality at the Suzuka circuit ahead of Sunday’s Japanese Grand Prix that
his decision came as a relief,

“I have decided to retire by the end of the year, although I am still able and
capable to compete with the best drivers that are around,” he declared, reading from a
statement.

“But at some point, it is good to say goodbye. And that is what I am doing here ... and
might this time be forever,” he smiled.

Schumacher first retirement came at the end of 2006, after he had won five
titles in a row with Ferrari from 2000 and won two with the Benetton in 1994 and
1995.

That departure proved premature, with the most successful driver in 62-year
history of the sport unable to resist the allure of a return with Mercedes. Schumacher
said he now wanted to enjoy his last six races-Reuters

Scientists and
doctors are using the creeping metallic tools to perform surgery on hearts, prostate, and
other organs. The snakebots carry tiny camera’s scissors and forceps, and even more
advanced sensors are in the works. For now, they’re powered by tethers that humans
control. But experts say the day is coming when some robots will roam the body on
their own.

“It won’t be very long before we have robots that are nanobots, meaning, they
will actually be inside the body without tether,” the cardiac surgery chief at New York-
Presbyterian Hospital and Columbia University Medical Center, Dr Michael Argenziano
said.

Dr Argenziano was involved with some of the first US Food and Drug
Administration clinical trails on robotic heart surgery more than 10 years ago. Now he
says snake robots have become a commonly used tool that gives surgeons a whole new
perspective. “It’s like the ability to have little hands inside the patients, as if a surgeon
had been shrunken, and was working on the heart valve,” he said. However Dr
Argenziano and experts in robotics say the new creations work best when they’re
designed for very specific tasks. “The robot is a tool. It is no different from a scalpel in
that sense. It’s really a master-slave device,” he said.

She rode an elephant, played with a phyton and introduced her audience to her pet rat,
Candy. Irwin even sang and danced on the show with her back-up group, known as the
Crocmen. Along with her mother, Irwin also appeared in the documentary series,
Planet’s Best with Terri and Bindi, around time.

Though the show only lasted for 26 episodes, Bindi: The Jungle Girl found a
second life on Australian television. The series aired there in 2009. Back in the states,
Irwin has made appearances on such talk shows as The Oprah Winfrey Show in recent

years.

Have we wondered how we get chocolate from? Well this time we will enter the amazing
world of chocolate so we can understand exactly how chocolate is made.

Chocolate is taken from a tree called cacao tree. This tree grows in equatorial regions,
especially in places such as South America, Africa, and Indonesia. The cacao tree
produces a fruit about the size of a small pine apple. Inside the fruits are the tree’s seeds.
They are also known as coco beans.

Next, the beans are fermented for about a week, dried in the sun. After that they are
shipped to the chocolate maker. The chocolate makers work by roasting the beans to
bring out the flavour. The beans from different places have different qualities and
flavour.

Burgeoning filmmaker Axelle Carolyn showed a lyrical, controlled sense of
cinema in her 2011 short film debut THE LAST POST. Now, the sometime actress,
model and author have created another work of gentle, frightening craft in THE
HALLOWEEN KID.

The short film features a rhyming, Edward Gorey-esque poem (penned by
Carolyn) as its script and story: a tale of a poor, put-upon little boy named Henry who
feels more akin to the supernatural creatures of his imagination than the cruel, narrow
minded adults and children who permeates his world.

"as delusional as we think and, come Halloween, he found his only moments of respite

That’s pretty much it as far as THE HALLOWEEN KID’s narrative goes, but
like THE LAST POST, the film is not about story, rather creating a tiny, perfectly
realized universe that aims for more sensitivity than shock, more melancholy than
morbid. The music is lovely and whimsical, as in the almost Boris Karloff-like narration
by legendary Shakespearean dramatic Derek Jacobi.

THE HALLOWEEN KID shows even more promise from Carolyn, who with
this beautifully sculpted piece of work is one to watch, not just as a ‘horror filmmaker’,
but as a quality director of movies, full stop.
